Proceed to the taxi counter, level 2 at the 

Arrivals Hall near entrances 3, 4, 7 and 8. 
Taxi Fare: Airport surcharge of THB 50 
plus amount on meter and expressway 
fees.  

Þ Bus  
Air -conditioned bus service which 
operates from 5.00am to 12.00 midnight. 
There are 4 bus routes into town, please 

check with the Airport Express Counter 
for  your routes. Fare is THB 150 per trip.  

 

Þ Limousine  
Make an advance booking with the hotel 
for THB 1,200 per way for a car or THB 
1,600 per way for a van

Weather 

Bangkok being  a tropica l city, the weather   
is generally  warm throughout the year , 
with temperature s ra nging  from 2 5 to 35c . 

Þ March - May   

April and May are relatively  warme r than 
other  periods  of the year, with the 
temperature reach ing  its peak  in April.  

Þ October  ï February   

This is the most pleasant time of year, 
where temperatures  range from 25 -28c 
with light breezes and only the occasional 
shower.  

Þ June ï September  

A cooler time of year with some rain.

There are several modes of transportation 

available around the city:  

Þ On foot   

There are many things to see around hotel  
from street shopping, infinite and varied 
eateries to shopping  malls.  

Þ Tuk Tuk   

Best known for its óSam Lorô - a motorized 
3 wheel ed t raditional form of transpo rtat ion , 
found readily around the city. Bargain ing is 
a must.  

Þ BTS and  MRT  

A clean and convenient mode of 
transportation in this busy metropolis , with  
bot h the skytrain and underground stations 
located along most major  routes  and tourist 

destinations . Ask for more details  for the 
skytrain and underground train routes  from 
our Concierge.  

Þ Taxi  

In general , taxis are readily available, a 
word of caution, some  drivers may refuse 
to turn on the meter, therefore, bargain or 
hail another taxi.  

Þ Ferry and Public Boat  

The ideal for taking in the sight s and sounds  

along the Chao Phraya River .  
 

 Þ Canal boat  

There are also several canal routes by long -

tail boat whic h offer more charming 
scenery with stops at old temples which are 
scattered along all canals.  

Places of Interest 

Þ The Grand Palace

World ôs lar gest golden teakwood mansion , in 
stunning 19 th  century architecture , and the
